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Japanese language classes for non-native
children are available for those who are willing
to learn Japanese Ilanguage and need
school-learning support. Children can learn step
by step starting with hiragana and katakana, the
very first step.
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([ OCNet (Ota Citizens' Network for
Peoples' Togetherness) is an NGO
established in October 1992. It has a
view to build a bridge among different
people who has different language,
culture and customs in the community,
Japanese and non-Japanese as well. It
aims to create a society that enables us
to enjoy living together.
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We started our class-for-children in 2004, to
support non-native children who have difficulties in
learning in schools due to insufficient Japanese
language skills.

We teach Japanese language skill in tailor-made
style, according to children’s language ability
levels. It is sometimes face-to- face, sometimes in
the group.

Totally 160 children have finished learning
Japanese language at our classes and
inaugurated to the normal school life.
